Horn had 

a total of 178 tackles in his fast moving career at NAU. Horn is a former transfer that 

made his presence known the moment he stepped onto the field for NAU. In his first sea-

son he led the team in tackles with ñ88.ò Horn has the ability to read the quarterback, 

receiver or running back the second the ball is snapped. This extremely talented ball 

hawk can play both cornerback and safety. In two short seasons he was able to haul in 7 

interceptions and 13 PBUôs. Horn is able to use his strength and speed to make tackles all 

over the field. Horn is an NFL caliber defensive back with plenty of experience and prov-

en success. Being a top prospect for the 2016 NFL Draft, Horn has proven his instincts 

and tackling abilities can be a huge asset to any NFL secondary.  

2015: SENIOR YEAR NOTES  

Horn continued his success his senior season and started all 11 games for the Lumber-

jacks. Horn was named Second Team All-Big Sky and was a 2015 CFPA Defense 

Back Finalist. Horn led the team in tackles with 90 on the season. He also had 10 

passes broken up, 2 sacks and 4 interceptions. Horn had 2 defensive Touchdowns, 1 

forced fumble and 1 recovered fumble. Horn had 8 tackles at Stephen F Austin on 

(9/5/15). Led the team with 10 tackles at Arizona on (9/19/15). Tallied 14 stops and 1 

TFL at UC Davis on (10/10/15). Had a season high 16 tackles and 2 PBU at Southern 

Utah on (11/21/15). 

2014:  JUNIOR YEAR NOTES  

Horn appeared in 12 games and made 11 starts his final season. Horn led the team in tackles with 88 while tallying 3.5 

tackles for loss totaling eight yards. Was credited with three pass breakups on the season. Tied for a team high in inter-

ceptions with three. Ranked sixth in the Big Sky in tackles amongst all defensive backs. Rec-

orded a career high 18 tackles (12 solo and six assisted) at South Dakota. It was the most by 

an NAU player since 1989. Horn had 10 tackles versus Weber State for his second best per-

formance of the season. He registered a minimum three tackles in every game and recorded 

six or more tackles eight times. Horn grabbed interceptions against San Diego State, Abilene 

Christian and UC Davis.  

BEFORE NAU: Two year captain and a two year starter at Chabot College in Hayward Cali-

fornia. Horn recorded 75 tackles and forced six fumbles his sophomore season. This was most 

in a season at Chabot. He was named First Team All-Conference and First Team All-

Region. Helped his team win the Central Division Championship and Top of the State 

Bowl. Horn played in East Bay vs. Sacramento All-Star Game.  

HIGHSCHOOL: Horn was a 2011 graduate of Granada High School. Four-year letter winner 

and two year captain. Named First Team All-EBAL and played in Polynesian All-Star 

Game.  
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
